If you can volunteer time and energy to work any of the many tasks, please email our
volunteer coordinators. We can fit you to a task. Most tasks use at least two community
members simultaneously. We need about 75-90 volunteers to get everything done, so
help out. If you would like to be paired with your bestie sign up together.

Details: Park layout crews, 8 people marking booth boundaries, numbering them,
trimming overhead branches. This is a Wednesday-Thursday-Friday group, weather
dependent. Takes about 3-4 hours.

Park set-up: as artists arrive, directing them to their spot, some assistance for unloading
and hauling, setting up tables and chairs throughout the park.

Artist Priority Package: Using supplied golf carts, take artists and their supplies from
tennis courts parking lot to their booths.

Welcome tents: Three welcome tents (10x10), at the 3 park entrances; welcome visitors,
hand out park maps, donation money, 2-hour shifts, two people, with chairs and a table

Booth sitters: walkabouts that provide short relief time to the artists to use the
restrooms, find lunch

Beverage servers: take money, hand out beer and sodas, working from the “Coke Truck”.
Beer handlers must be 21 +. Two people for two-hour shifts

Generalists: work with the Volunteer coordinator on whatever arises and needs to be
taken care of.

Volunteer/Information Desk: check in/out Volunteers, give name tags, show them duty
station on map, give instruction sheets. collect donation boxes.
